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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING

OF MONDAY, OCTOBER 7, 2013
AT 200 HIGHLANDS BOULEVARD DRIVE

1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor David L. Willson called the Regular Board of Aldermen meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL AND STATEMENT OF QUORUM

Roll call showed those present were:  Alderman Clement, Alderman Stevens, Alderman Hamill, Alderman Ottenad, Alderman Schrader, Alderman Diehl, Mayor Willson and Attorney Gunn. A quorum was present.
3.
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
a. Minutes of the Regular Board of Aldermen meeting
of Monday, September 16, 2013

Alderman Hamill made the motion to approve the Minutes of the September 16, 2013 Regular Board of Aldermen meeting.  The motion was seconded by Alderman Schrader and carried unanimously, without objection.

ESTABLISHMENT OF ORDER OF ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

Alderman Ottenad requested that Agenda Item 9(a) be deferred until November after having a representative from the Missouri Department of Conservation address the Board of Aldermen at the next meeting. 


Mayor Willson stated he would be introducing some boy scouts who are in the audience.


Alderman Clement made the motion to approve the Order of Items on the Agenda, as amended.  The motion was seconded by Alderman Hamill and carried unanimously, without objection.
5.
CONSIDERATION OF PETITIONS AND COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC
a. Recognition of Police Officer’s Award

Mayor Willson recognized Officer Gerad Gonzalez for receiving the “Medal of Valor” award from Governor Jay Nixon for pulling a driver from a fiery crash in the summer of 2012 and risking his life to save the man’s life.

Mayor Willson introduced Nathan Andert, Gregory Andert and Zack Gay from Boy Scout Troop 750 from Wren Hollow School.  Also in attendance was Mitchell Roberts from Boy Scout Troop 321.

b. Comments from the Public

Ms. Pauline Bair, 305 Morewood Drive, asked about pending lawsuits.

Attorney Gunn responded that everything is still the same.
Ms. Bair asked about the water feature.

Attorney Gunn answered that he inquired about it and they stated it was put into storage.  He said he believes there is a concern about its location.  He will follow up on it again.

REPORTS FROM THE MAYOR
a. Appointment of Jinsong You to be a member of the Extension Council of the St. Louis County Office of the University of Missouri Extension

Mayor Willson appointed Jinsong You to be a member of the Extension Council of the St. Louis County Office of the University of Missouri Extension.
b. Mayoral Report

Mayor Willson reported on October 1 he attended a Webelos scout meeting at Sorrento Springs School where they talked about the role of Municipal Government.  On October 3 he attended the Senior Staff meeting.
On October 4 Mayor Willson attended the Autumn Acoustics event at Schroeder Park.  It was a beautiful night and he believes this was the biggest attendance yet.
Mayor Willson reported on October 5, he attended the CERT graduation at the Monarch Fire Department.  Also on October 5, there were about 120 volunteers who participated in the Clean Stream event.
Mayor Willson stated he went by the new subdivision, Arbors at Hanna, and five houses are 
occupied.

Mayor Willson stated that he had issued a Proclamation for “International Walk to School Month”, and the Proclamation was sent with a letter to principals of schools where a Manchester resident might attend.
c. Recognition of Missouri Municipal League Award Recipient

Mayor Willson recognized City Clerk Ruth Baker for being designated as a “Certified Municipal Official” by the Missouri Municipal League Governance Institute. He said she has more than 300 hours tied into this.

REPORTS FROM THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR
a. List of Paid Bills (Warrant dates of September 15 – October 4, 2013)

City Administrator Andy Hixson stated this weekend is the document shredding event at Schroeder Park.  
City Administrator Hixson advised that the stairlift will be inspected Wednesday and will be operational next week.
City Administrator Hixson informed that SLAIT issued a surplus insurance distribution check to the City for $23,000.
Alderman Stevens said she is proud that Manchester worked hard to make sure there is access to the upstairs of City Hall with the ADA Compliance.

REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES
a. Planning and Zoning Commission

Alderman Clement stated the Commission has not met since August 26, and the next meeting will perhaps not be until November 11.
b. Historic Review Commission

 Alderman Diehl stated there has been no meeting, but the next meeting will be on November 18 at 5:30 p.m.
c. Homecoming Committee

Alderman Ottenad stated there has been no meeting so there is no report.
d. Manchester Arts Council

Alderman Stevens stated the Council is looking for ways to introduce public art. They will work in joint efforts with the Historic Review Commission on activities. They are getting schedules together to get the Community Band together.  There is a Proposal for the two Trova Sculptures, the pair to balance each side of Manchester Road, but nothing has been heard about a decision at this point.

SUBSTITUTE BILL # 13-2176 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 205 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES REGARDING ANIMAL REGULATIONS

INTRODUCTION OF NEW BILLS
a.
RESOLUTION APPROVING AGREEMENT FOR THE 2013 CONCRETE SIDEWALK REPLACEMENT PROJECT
Alderman Schrader read Proposed Resolution # 13-0460, entitled:  “A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE BID OF S.B.C. CONTRACTING, INC. IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED FIFTY-FOUR THOUSAND DOLLARS ($54,000.00) FOR CONCRETE SIDEWALK REPLACEMENT IN VARIOUS LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT THE CITY OF MANCHESTER”, by title only. 

Alderman Schrader made the motion for approval of Resolution # 13-0460.  The motion was seconded simultaneously by Alderman Hamill and Alderman Clement and carried unanimously without objection.
b.
RESOLUTION APPROVING CONTRACT FOR THE COLLECTION
AND DISPOSAL OF HOUSEHOLD TRASH, RECYCLABLES, AND YARD WASTE FOR CITY RESIDENTS 

Alderman Clement read Proposed Resolution # 13-0461, entitled:  “A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR OF THE CITY OF MANCHESTER TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH ALLIED WASTE SERVICES, L.L.C. FOR THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF HOUSEHOLD TRASH, RECYCLABLES AND YARD WASTE FOR THE FIVE-YEAR PERIOD BEGINNING FEBRUARY 1, 2014 AND ENDING JANUARY 31, 2019”, by title only. 

Alderman Clement asked if this requires residents to use a specific size dumpster.


Director of Public Works Bob Ruck answered that basically the program remains the same.

Alderman Ottenad asked if residents will receive an updated sheet with recyclable items information, such as a sticker on their can.

Director Ruck stated there is a plan on getting a packet together that will inform the residents of the new service with the same company and cover the groundwork.  There might be some minor changes in there.


Director Ruck answered a question from Alderman Ottenad by saying that the bulky pick up price is the same price as before, $25 per item.  He would suggest that people use the electronic/metal recycling program. He said that the pickup days will stay the same. 


Ms. Sharon Owens, who lives on Baxter Acres Drive, asked for clarification that the City is paying $150,000 less than before for this service.


Alderman Clement made the motion for approval of Resolution # 13-0461.  The motion was seconded by Alderman Ottenad and carried unanimously without objection.

c.
RESOLUTION CONTRACTING FOR AUDIT OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL 


STATEMENTS 


Alderman Stevens read Proposed Resolution # 13-0462, entitled:  “A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF NICHOLS, STOPP & VANHOY, LLC FOR SERVICES RELATING TO THE AUDIT OF THE CITY’S GENERAL PURPOSE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR FISCAL YEARS 2013 THROUGH 2017 IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($75,500.00)”, by title only.  


Alderman Stevens made the motion for approval of Resolution # 13-0462.  The motion was seconded by Alderman Clement and carried unanimously, without objection. 

d.
BILL ENTERING INTO AN AGREEMENT FOR ROADWAY AND SIDEWALK 

IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE HENRY AVENUE RIGHT-OF-WAY 

Alderman Diehl introduced Bill # 13-2177, entitled:  “AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR OF THE CITY OF MANCHESTER TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE MISSOURI HIGHWAYS AND TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION IN CONNECTION WITH A FEDERAL PROJECT RELATING TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF ROADWAY AND SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE HENRY AVENUE RIGHT-OF-WAY FROM MANCHESTER ROAD TO THE MANCHESTER CITY LIMITS”, by title only.

Alderman Clement asked if this Bill is just for authorizing the City of Manchester to embark on this project.


Director Ruck stated that the approval of this Bill starts the partnership.  The funding starts in 2014.    This is continuing the process going forward.


There was a discussion about the maximum amount the City could receive.  Alderman Ottenad stated it would have been helpful to have the maximum amount listed in the information.

No further action at this time.

MISCELLANEOUS
a. Comments from the Public

Ms. Sharon Owens, 107 Baxter Acres Drive, said she feels the City is blessed with great employees, her concern is the lack of appreciation the elected officials have for them.  She said that the City has lost employees from the police force to management to regular employees, and she believes it is because of the lack of pay.  

Ms. Owens mentioned that she hopes everyone realizes how valuable the employees are and that they include a pay increase in the Manchester budget.  She said she is a voter and she does not want this to become a campaign issue.  She urged each of them “to do what is right”.
