Ms. Jun Ma spoke as a proponent for the massage therapy business.  She stated that her business is body and foot massage.

City Attorney Patrick R. Gunn read the two conditions of the Ordinance that he wanted to be assured of Ms. Ma’s understanding.  The first condition is that she will only be employing massage therapists who are holding at all times and in good standing licenses from the State of Missouri, and the second condition is that the hours of operation will be limited to Monday through Sunday 10:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Ms. Ma stated she understood both conditions. 


Mr. Randy Hudson clarified that there would be the possibility there could be a customer there after 9:00 if they had an 8:30 appointment.

There were no comments from opponents, nor comments from the Board of Aldermen or the public. 


Alderman Clement stated the Planning and Zoning Commission did recommend this Special Use Permit.

The following notice of the public hearing was then read:

A Special Use Permit is being requested by Mr. Donald Elvig of 




B.A.A. Inc., dba the Wine Cellar Group for a Special Use




Permit to operate a wine store at 14254 Manchester Road. 




The property is zoned C-1 Commercial.”

Mayor Willson advised that first the proponents would speak, then the opponents, and comments from the public, followed by questions from the members of the Board of Aldermen or the City staff.


Mr. Donald Elvig spoke as a proponent.  He advised that they have been operating a wine store in Overland and they are moving it to Manchester.  He said it will be an upgraded operation from what they have done in the past; they will sell unique wines from wholesalers from around the world.  The name of the business is going to be “The Wine Cellar Outlet”.  They believe they can operate at a low-cost basis and offer unique wines to their customers.


Alderman Hamill asked if they are moving the store from Overland or opening a new branch.  He also inquired as to how big the store will be.


Mr. Elvig answered that they will be moving the store from Overland, and that the store will be 1,600 square feet.  The hours will be from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 1:00 to 5:00 p.m. on Sunday. 
Mr. Elvig stated they will be selling wines and possibly high-end craft beer, but wine is the major part of their business.  He added that they may permit tasting or sampling of wines.
Alderman Ottenad asked for clarification of limited amounts of craft beer.

Mr. Elvig responded that although they have not sold craft beer before, they are looking to this idea as an option, but this would not be where you could come and pick up a six-pack of beer, it would be more of placing an order.

Attorney Gunn clarified with Mr. Elvig that the hours of operation shall be limited to 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Sunday.  He also clarified that appropriate State, County and City liquor licenses and wine-tasting permits must be obtained prior to engaging in the sale of liquor or in wine-tasting.  In addition, Attorney Gunn clarified that only wine, wine accessories and limited amounts of high-end craft beer shall be for sale.  Mr. Elvig agreed.

Alderman Clement stated the Planning and Zoning Commission did recommend this Special Use Permit.


Mayor Willson closed the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.

BILL PROHIBITING TEXTING WHILE DRIVING 

Alderman Hamill stated that this issue actually came up about a year and a half ago, and he had discussions with Chief Walsh and Attorney Gunn.  He advised that Missouri State Statute prohibits texting and driving for those drivers of age 21 and under.  He stated that this Ordinance basically mirrors the State Statute, but it also adds a violation for those drivers over the age of 21 who are texting and driving.
Alderman Hamill introduced Bill # 13-2181, entitled:  “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MANCHESTER BY ADDING THERETO NEW SECTIONS 210.195 AND 210.545 PROHIBITING TEXTING AND ELECTRONIC MESSAGING WHILE OPERATING A MOTOR VEHICLE”, by title only.
